· Applications must demonstrate how the students have incorporated a LSF program or resource (such as EcoLeague, Project Flow, Step Outside, R4R) into their action based project
· Students and teachers must complete an essay (between 400-500 words) outlining how the project demonstrates creative energy, responsible citizenship and innovative action, utilizing LSF programs and resources.

· The short essay must be supported by a multimedia submission that captures the spirit of the action-based project. The multimedia presentation could be any of the following forms: video, slideshow with voice over, animated visual with voice, etc. Submissions should not exceed 3 minutes.
